Prior to the 
audit, this employee was terminated due to poor work performance. We thank the Snellville Police 
Department for their investigative efforts on our behalf. 
 
We are indeed saddened by these events and have taken aggressive action to ensure that a crime of this 
nature will not happen again. A new financial team is in place, in addition to an electronic accounting 
system which provides greater transparency.  Moving forward, we want to ensure our clients and the 
general public that Covenant Counseling Center will operate with integrity.
